MGen(ret’d) Morisset was born and raised in Sudbury, Ontario.

He enrolled in the RCAF in 1961 under the Regular Officer Training Plan. After obtaining a B.A./Pre Med, he served as a military flying instructor for three years, following which he attended medical school (University of Ottawa) graduating in 1972 (valedictorian).

He then served as a full-time medical officer in the Canadian Forces, both in Canada and Germany, involved mostly in primary care and aviation medicine.

In 1979, he returned to university and obtained a Master’s degree in Health Administration, after which he was promoted to various positions of increasing responsibility in the areas of medical training, operations and research, including a posting abroad as Command Surgeon for the Canadian Forces in Europe, and attendance at the National Defence College.
